Course Objective: Math 108 is intended to equip the student with math skills sufficient for the study of calculus. There is a review of basic algebra and the study of algebraic manipulations involving absolute value and/or inequalities. There is the study of functions, including polynomials, rational functions, exponential and logarithmic functions. Trigonometry is covered in about 4 weeks. 

Achievement of these objectives is measured mostly by tests, as described under "Grading" below. Some emphasis will be placed on students' ability to express answers using correct and precise mathematical language.

Exams: There will be three exams in this course given during the semester, as well as a comprehensive final. The final will count for 40% of your final grade. The best two of your three in-semester exams will each count for 25% of your grade. (The privilege of having the worst test dropped is withdrawn from students who do not take all three tests.) The remaining 10% will be based on quizzes given in class. 

Dates for the exams: Wednesday, September 30;   Wednesday, October 28;   Wednesday, December 2. 
We do not plan to give makeup exams except in the direst of circumstances (serious student illness or death in the immediate family). If you have an emergency, do everything you can to contact your instructor as soon as possible. 
Calculators and Other Electronic Devices: Calculators will not be allowed during any quiz or test. They may be useful for some homework assignments. No particular type is recommended. Students may not access any electronic devices during a quiz or test. Doing so will be considered cheating regardless of the actual action or intent.
