Course Objective: Math 108 is intended to equip the student with math skills sufficient for the study of calculus. It reviews basic algebra and algebraic manipulations involving absolute value and/or inequalities; functions, including polynomials, rational functions, exponential and logarithmic functions; and trigonometry, which is covered in about 4 weeks.
